The same weekend saw the arrival of 50+
American veteran flyers with their wives. They had
returned after over 40 years to remember the years
that they spend during W.W.II as internees in
Sweden having diverted to Visleris after a bomb-
ing raid over Germany.

The group decided to
have the AGM in Finland next year.
